So we were out diving,
Lemont Quarry, and Lake Michigan and | had my new 8MM movie camera with me. | went in one whole
and had two divers in the other. | filmed all of the cutting and entering thru the hole, then underwater |
filmed us upside down playing golf on the ice. | saw a fish sleeping, so | handed off the camera to one of
the guys and was filmed lifting the fish up to the surface, never taking it, all the way out of the water and
then | brought it back down. He was a little perturbed gave me an odd look and swam a few feet off, too
rest.

So now | have in the store a movie playing for people to see and from this | was able to sign people up for
the Ice diver class. They saw how good visibility was and the fun we all had. Now | was happy, heading
out to the lake in our wet suits, pouring warm water in the suits and having fun under the ice. The warm
water was how we filled the suits up to limit the rush of cold water. Later | learned that was not a real
good idea. So | purchased a dry suit. WOW, now | was a diver and a warm one at that.

Today is a lot better, we have more instructors so we are in and out faster, we have some fantastic dry
suits with very warm undergarments, as well as electric undergarments. So now we all have fun. You can
take on the challenge too and be one of the few that have done an ice dive or carry the ice diver
certification card.
